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GOMEZ-GARCIA FOUND GUILTY 

 

A Denver jury has returned two guilty verdicts against Raul Gomez-Garcia (dob: 05-27-85) in 

connection with the shooting of two Denver police officers in May 2005. 

 

Gomez-Garcia was found guilty of second-degree murder (F2) in the death of officer Donnie Young 

and he was found guilty of attempted second-degree murder (F3) in the wounding of officer Jack 

Bishop.  The jury deliberated about 8 hours before returning its decision. 

 

Gomez-Garcia is scheduled to be sentenced on October 25, 2006 AT 8:30 a.m.  He faces up to 48 

years in prison on the second-degree murder charge and up to 32 years in prison for the attempted 

second-degree murder charge, for a possible sentence of up to 80 years. 
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
