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SUSPECT CHARGED IN MEDICAL CAMPUS ASSAULT  

 
 

Denver District Attorney Mitch Morrissey has formally charged a man in connection with the sexual 
assault of a 21-year-old woman on the Kaiser Permanente medical campus last Thursday. 
 
Luther Hill (DOB: 09-06-64) is charged with second-degree kidnapping (F2), sexual assault (F3), 
unlawful sexual contact (F4) and possession of a controlled substance (F6).  
 
The charges allege that the victim was washing her hands in the bathroom of the Kaiser Franklin 
Building at 2045 Franklin St. when Hill, who was already in the bathroom, pulled her into a stall and 
sexually assaulted her.  
 
Hill was arrested by Denver police just before midnight on Saturday night without incident and 
remains in custody.  His bond is set at $200,000.   
 
The affidavit for the arrest warrant for Hill remains sealed until after Hill’s formal advisement, which 
is scheduled in Denver County Court, room 12T, at 9 a.m. on Monday, August 14, 2006.
