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TRUJILLO CHARGED WITH TWO ADDITIONAL COUNTS

The Denver District Attorney’s Office has filed two additional charges against a man accused of

hitting and killing three members of a Denver family while driving drunk.

Lawrence Trujillo (dob: 11-04-70) was charged today with two additional counts of child abuse
resulting in death (F2). These charges are in addition to the 11 charges already filed:

three counts of vehicular homicide — DUI (F3)

three counts of vehicular homicide — reckless driving (F4)

three counts of leaving the scene of an accident resulting in death (F4)
one count of leaving the scene of an accident causing bodily injury (TO1)
one count of third-degree assault (M1)

Trujillo is still scheduled to appear in Denver County Court, room 472W, for a preliminary hearing on
December 6, 2006 at 8:30.

Trujillo could face up to 126 years in prison if convicted of all charges.
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The filing of a criminal charge is merely a formal accusation that an individual(s) committed a crime(s) under Colorado laws. A
defendant is presumed innocent until and unless proven guilty. See Colo. RPC 3.6
