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WOMEN CHARGED WITH ROBBERY

Denver District Attorney Mitch Morrissey formally charged four women today in connection with a

robbery out side a Denver sports bar late Wednesday night.

Monique Robles (DOB: 06-19-78), Sandra Ortega (DOB: 08-10-79), Rene Frias (DOB: 06-11-
80), and Sharlotte Chavez (Dob: 02-12-76) are each charged with two counts of robbery (F4).

On Wednesday January 3, 2006, at approximatly 11:30 p.m., a young woman was leaving a sports bar
in the 1600 block of North Federal Boulevard when four women followed her outside. The charges
allege that the women confronted the victim, stole her purse, and then stole a cell phone she had

borrowed from a stranger as she tried to contact the police.
The defendants remain in jail. Bond is set at $10,000 for Robles and Chavez; bond is set at $2,500 for
Ortega and Frias. They are all scheduled to be advised of the charges on January 10, 2007 in Denver

County Court, room 12T at 9:00 a.m.
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The filing of a criminal charge is merely a formal accusation that an individual(s) committed a crime(s) under Colorado laws. A
defendant is presumed innocent until and unless proven guilty. See Colo. RPC 3.6
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
