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JUVENILE CHARGED AS AN ADULT IN ASSAULT 

 

 

Denver District Attorney Mitch Morrissey has formally charged a 17 year-old male as an adult in 

connection with the assault and burglary of an elderly woman. 

 

Alexander Martin (DOB: 11-03-1990) has been charged with two counts of attempted sexual assault 

(F3), first-degree burglary (F3), second-degree assault (F3), and four counts of crime of violence. 

 

The charges allege that on January 28, 2008, near the 4400 block of Carson Street in Denver, Martin 

broke into the home of a 63 year-old female and attacked her causing serious bodily injury.  He was 

arrested on February 1, 2008.  

 

Martin remains in custody at the Denver County Jail. His bond is set at $250,000.  He is scheduled to 

appear in Denver District Court on February 25, 2008, at 10:00 a.m., in court room 282.   
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The filing of a criminal charge is merely a formal accusation that an individual(s) committed a crime(s) under Colorado laws.  A 
defendant is presumed innocent until and unless proven guilty.  See Colo. RPC 3.6 
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
