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MAN CHARGED IN BURGLARY

Denver District Attorney Mitch Morrissey has formally charged a 44-year-old man accused of
breaking into a home in east Denver and going through a victim’s underwear drawer.

Juan Cerezo-Flores (dob: 12/27/1964) is charged with second-degree burglary and first-degree
criminal trespass.

On July 24, 2009, the victim returned home and noticed lights on that should have been off. The
victim and another family member called police and while waiting for officers to respond they saw
someone climbing out a bedroom window. Police arrested Cerezo-Flores nearby; inside the home
they found clothing drawers had been opened and undergarments had been piled on a bed.

Cerezo has been released from custody on a $5,000 bond. He is scheduled to appear in Denver County
Court, room 12T on August 7, 2009 for his 2" advisement.
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The filing of a criminal charge is merely a formal accusation that an individual(s) committed a crime(s) under
Colorado laws. A defendant is presumed innocent until and unless proven guilty. See Colo. RPC 3.6
